Buddy-Up: The buddy system must be used by all Scouts.

Right Bike: Ride only a bike that fits you. Select a bike thetmits you to put both feet on the ground while
sitting on the seat. The handgrips should be gbérithan your shoulders or lower than your seat.

Where to Ride: While on camp property, cyclists must stay on roaats out of restricted areas such as trials,
campsites and grassy areas.

Off Camp Trips: Any trip off camp property must first be approvedtbe camp director. All camp cycling
standards as well as national guidelines must lkeefed while on the trek.

Maintenance: Bikes must be kept clean and well maintainedeeisily the brakes and drive chains.

Speed and Racing:A cyclist’s speed should never threaten lossootml. Cyclists must never reach speeds that
threaten the safety of themselves or others. @biag of bicycles is prohibited.

When to Bike: No bikes are permitted outside of their ownedmpsite between 7:00 pm and 8:30 am. Cycling is
restricted Sunday until after a bike safety chéakn 4:00 pm on Friday into Saturday.

Responsibility for the Bike: Bikes are expensive pieces of equipment. NettreeBoy Scouts of America nor
Greater Yosemite Council or any of its employeesrasponsible for lost, damaged, or stolen bikése owner
assumes full responsibility for his or her bikes&se.

Discipline: All participants should know, understand anddalithe rules and procedures for safe biking, ahd al
